Exclusive of submitted and accepted for printing.

The report should be accompanied with a photocopy of the first page of the monograph, monograph chapter, the table of contents and the title page of the monograph.


Total point value of a scientific monograph:
· in accordance with the list of publications (the current list of the Minster of Science and Higher Education) is 80 points (for social sciences – 100 points) or 200 points (for social sciences – 300 points);
· not listed on the list of the Minister of Science and Higher Education – 20 points
The total point value of a chapter in a scientific monograph (in accordance with the list 
of publications – the list of the Ministry of Science and Higher Education) is:
· 50 points – if the total point value of the monograph is 200 points;
· 20 points – if the total point value of the monograph is 80 points (for social sciences – 
100 points) or 200 points (for social sciences – 300 points);
· 5 points – if the total point value of the monograph is 20 points.

3. Other publications
Published popular science articles in trade journals, scientific reports, short communication, peer-review publications, not named above, and not listed on the Minster’s list, post-conference not scored monographs. Points are awarded to the authors of the report at the given conference.
Points are awarded once evidence of the active participation in the conference has been provided, namely: the conference programme, an abstract or a certification issued by the organiser.

5. Travel scholarships and placements – outside the home university
Only travel scholarships received by the doctoral student, inter alia, from Erasmus+, Erasmus Mundus, CEPUS, Własny Fundusz Stypendialny [Own Scholarship Fund] programmes. Exclusive of scholarships not related to scientific travels.

If the doctoral student has been awarded an honour or an award for scientific achievement abroad, 
4 points are scored for an honour [Polish: wyróżnienie] and 5 points are scored for an award 
[Polish: nagroda].

The doctoral student will score:
· 100 points – in case of an European patent granted to SGGW or a patent granted abroad in at least one of the member countries of the Organisation for Economic Co-operation 
and Development, provided that the patent application in respect of the invention has been also filed with the Patent Office of the Republic of Poland; The same score is given for 
a deposited DNA, RNA sequence registered by the GenBank.
· 75 points – in case of a patent granted to the SGGW by the Patent Office of the Republic 
of Poland;
· 50 points – in case of a patent referred to in item 1 or 2, granted to an entity other than 
the evaluated entity, if the doctoral student of the evaluated entity is an author or a co-author of the invention for which the patent has been grated; 
· 50 points –in case of a plant breeder’s right (plant variety right) granted to SGGW 
by the Centralny Ośrodek Badania Odmian Roślin Uprawnych [Polish Research Centre 
for Cultivar Testing] or the Community Plant Variety Office;
· 30 points – in case of a right of protection for a utility model granted to the SGGW 
by the Patent Office of the Republic of Poland or abroad.
At one time 10 points may be scored for a patent application.
Winners of the Minister’s scholarship for outstanding young researchers score 10 points.

7. Grants, research projects, programmes/tasks of scientific nature, national or international, carried out at SGGW

Points for participation in grants and research programmes/tasks are scored as follows:

A doctoral student who is the project team member scores 20 points for each project financed 
from the NCN/NCBiR and from other external sources, awarded in an open competition.
Points will be awarded once the project leader’s declaration has been submitted. 
In case of international projects, the number of points shall be multiplied by two. 
In case of grants from the NCN and NCBiR and other grants/research tasks financed in an open competition, in which the doctoral student is the leader, the number of ranking points for submitting the grant is 20.

10. Assessment for presentation at the Institute seminar
The assessment is made by the Commission for assessment of the Institute seminars for doctoral students.
The Commission shall be appointed by the Institute Director. The commission members shall include at least 3 independent academic researchers.
The presentations are made during sessions determined by the given Institute.
Particular members of the commission shall score points in accordance with the “Assessment sheet”. 
The final assessment of the doctoral student comprises the arithmetic mean of the sum of points granted by particular members of the Commission. Each member of the Commission may give 
from 1 to 5 points for the presentation.


Glossary
In accordance with the Regulation of the Minister of Science and Higher Education of 22 February 2019 on evacuation of research quality:
1. A scholarly monograph is a peer-reviewed book publication which: 
1) contains an original and innovative presentation of a given specific issue; 
2) contains footnotes/endnotes, bibliography and other back matter relevant for the given discipline of science. 
2. A scholarly monograph is also: 
1) a peer-reviewed, containing footnotes/endnotes, bibliography and other back matter relevant 
for the given discipline of science, translation: 
a) into Polish, of a work of impact for science or culture,
b) into another modern language, of a work of impact for science or culture, published in the Polish language; 
2) scientific edition of source texts. 
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
