WHO IS THE DATA CONTROLLER?

The Data Controller is responsible for the security of the personal data provided and for its processing in accordance with applicable law.

PURPOSE AND LEGAL BASIS FOR PROCESSING PERSONAL DATA
We will use your personal data for the following purposes:
· Fulfilling the Controller's obligations or rights arising from the contract (Article 6(1)(b) of the GDPR - performance of the contract);
· Fulfilling the Controller's legal obligations related to the contract, e.g., maintaining accounting records (Article 6(1)(c) of the GDPR - legal obligation);
· Pursuing or defending against potential claims related to the cooperation or in connection with the need to prove specific facts that are of significant importance to the Controller in this respect (Article 6(1)(f) of the GDPR – legitimate interest). The deadlines for pursuing claims arising from the contract are specified in detail in the Civil Code;
· contacting representatives of contractors or contact persons designated for cooperation (Article 6(1)(f) of the GDPR – legitimate interest);
· fulfilling a legal obligation incumbent on the Controller (Article 6(1)(c) of the GDPR in conjunction with Articles 8(4) and 8(8) of the Act of 14 June 2024 on the Protection of Whistleblowers), as well as communicating with the person reporting the violation and responding to the report (Article 6(1)(f) of the GDPR), in the event of report made under the Whistleblower Protection Act.
Providing your data is voluntary, but necessary for the performance of the contract and for other purposes indicated by the Controller above. Refusal to provide your data may result in the inability to perform the contract or fulfil other purposes specified by the Controller. 
Please be advised that your data will not be used to make decisions based solely on automated processing, including profiling, within the meaning of Article 22 of the GDPR.

HOW LONG WILL WE USE THE DATA?
We will use your data for the period necessary to achieve the purposes described above. Depending on the legal basis, this period may be:
· the duration of your cooperation with the Controller,
· the period required by law,
· the limitation period for claims,
· until an effective objection is filed.
In the event of receiving a report of a violation, under the Whistleblower Protection Act, SGGW processes personal data to the extent necessary to accept the report or take any appropriate follow-up action. Personal data that is not relevant to the application processing is not collected; any data accidentally collected is immediately deleted. These personal data are deleted within 14 days from the moment it is determined that they are not relevant to the case. In other cases, when processing personal data in connection with a reported breach under the Whistleblower Protection Act, we will retain the data for a period of 3 years after the end of the calendar year in which follow-up activities were completed or after the conclusion of any proceedings initiated by those activities. 

WHAT ARE YOUR RIGHTS?
You can submit a request to us for: access to your personal data (information about the personal data being processed and a copy of the data), rectification of data (if it is inaccurate), data portability (in the cases specified in the GDPR), erasure or restriction of personal data processing – in accordance with the principles set out in the GDPR.
Regardless of the rights listed above, you may object to the processing of your data at any time if the legal basis for such processing is a legitimate interest (Article 6(1)(f) of the GDPR).
You also have the right to lodge a complaint with the President of the Personal Data Protection Office if you believe that the processing of your personal data violates applicable law.

WHO DO WE TRANSFER YOUR DATA TO?
While maintaining all data security guarantees, we may transfer your data (in addition to persons authorised by the Controller) to other entities, including: entities authorized to receive data under legal provisions, entities processing the data on our behalf (e.g. technical service providers or advisory service providers) and other controllers (e.g. notary offices or law firms).
