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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

ON SCIENTIFIC AND EDUCATIONAL COOPERATION
between

Warsaw University of Life Sciences ( SGGW), a  public academic university operating on the basis of the Act of 20 July 2018 - Law on Higher Education and Science (Journal of Laws of 2018; consolidated text of 11 September 2024 ,Journal of Laws of 2024, item 1571) with registered office at ul. Nowoursynowska 166, 02-787 Warsaw, Poland, represented by:
and

With the objective of promoting academic exchange and cooperation, the Parties hereby agree to the following:

1. Based upon the principles of respecting each other’s independence and mutual benefit, the two institutions agree to explore the possibilities of:
· conducting research in the fields of mutual interest;
· improving  academic staff skills;
· exchanging  academic staff and students;
· introducing new curricula;
· carrying out joint research projects;
· developing joint educational programs;
· exchanging publications and teaching materials.   

2. To initiate any of the above-mentioned activities, the Parties shall develop detailed working plans through mutual consultation and negotiation, which shall be signed by the Parties. 
3. This Memorandum (MoU) shall impose no financial obligations   on either institution. It is understood that financial arrangements will be negotiated on a case-by-case basis and will depend on the availability of funds. Each Party agrees to seek financial resources for the above-mentioned activities. It is also understood that the details of joint activities will be negotiated on a case-by-case basis.
4. Upon gaining access to the personal data of employees and representatives of the Parties, each Party in question undertakes to protect such data in accordance with applicable laws, including Regulation (EU) 2016/679 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 27 April 2016 on the protection of natural persons with regard to the processing of personal data and on the free movement of such data (GDPR), and in accordance with the Standard Contractual Clauses signed by the Parties to the MoU (Appendix 1).

5. SGGW shall provide the Information Clause containing the information required under Articles 13 and 14 of the GDPR (Appendix 2). The representatives of the XXXX declare that they have read the information clause of SGGW and confirm this by signing the present Memorandum.

6. At the same time, the Parties undertake to fulfil their information obligations towards all persons involved in the implementation of joint initiatives at a later stages of cooperation within the time limits specified in the GDPR.

7. If necessary, the Parties shall conclude a separate agreement to regulate specific issues relating to the processing of personal data. This shall include, in particular, the entrustment of personal data processing and/or the joint administration of personal data, if required for the implementation of joint activities.
8. The Memorandum  shall enter into force on the date of  its signature and shall remain in effect for an initial period of 5 years. It may be extended for a period  mutually agreed upon by both Parties.
9. Either Party may terminate the Memorandum by providing two months’ written notice to the other Party.
