1  In the case of exemption from fees due to outstanding academic results, a certificate from the dean's office must be attached to the fee waiver application. This certificate should confirm that the student belongs to the top 5% of students in their year and has achieved an average grade of no less than 4.8, excluding first-year students of the first-cycle, second-cycle, and long-cycle master's degree programs.

2  In the case of exemption from fees due to being in a particularly difficult financial situation, a detailed description of the student's financial situation, confirmed by appropriate documents, must be attached to the fee waiver application.

3  In the case of exemption from fees due to being an SGGW employee, a spouse, or a child of an SGGW employee, or a child of a retired SGGW employee, confirmation of the employment of the student, their parent, or spouse, along with information on the length of service at SGGW issued by the SGGW Human Resources and Payroll Office, must be attached to the fee waiver application.

4  In the case of exemption from fees due to going abroad for studies, a photocopy of the departure application approved by the student's home faculty and the agreement concerning the student's departure under exchange programs, certified as a true copy by an employee of the SGGW International Cooperation Office, must be attached to the fee waiver application.

5  In the case of exemption from fees due to participation in an international scholarship program, documents confirming the student's participation in the international scholarship program must be attached to the fee waiver application.
